	Pre-existing Conditions:  Wilson’s disease can occur in certain individuals with a rare inherited metabolic disorder characterized by retention of excessive amounts of copper in the liver, brain, kideys, and corneas. These deposits eventually lead to tissue necrosis and fibrosis, causing a variety of clinical effects, especially liver, (i.e. hepatic) disease and neurologic changes. Wilson’s disease is progressive and, if untreated, leads to fatal liver (i.e. hepatic) failure.
